The grant consists of a maximum of €600 to exclusively cover travel and
accommodation expenses, upon submission of receipts.

All applications for a grant involving research work leading to a master's or doctoral degree
must be endorsed by the professor supervising the work. The Roosevelt Institute of
American Studies can only offer a limited number of grants and will divide them between
applicants from different European countries.

Applications for a Roosevelt Institute for American Studies Research Grant should be
submitted at least two months before the desired period of research.
